
Why is the Fashion Institute of  Technology taking money from human rights abuser LEVIEV? 
The Daphne Guinness exhibition at The Museum at FIT “has been made possible in part through 
the generosity of  LEVIEV Extraordinary Diamonds.”

What’s extraordinary about LEVIEV?

Lev Leviev’s diamond companies have been involved in brutal human rights abuses in Angola and 
unethical business practices in Namibia. His other companies, Africa-Israel and Leader Manage-
ment and Development, have built thousands of  housing units in Israeli settlements in the Occu-
pied West Bank. All Israeli settlements violate international law, and are a major obstacle to peace 
in the region. 

International pressure led to a November, 2010 announcement by Africa-Israel that it had no plans 
to build more Israeli settlements.  But one of  Leviev’s other companies, Leader Management and 
Development, continues to violate international law.  It is now seizing the farmland and water re-
sources of  the Palestinian village of  Jayyous to build the settlement of  Zufim.
 
FIT should support human rights and international law

Adalah-NY has confronted Leviev on his illegal practices and human rights abuses for years. As a 
result, many respected organizations (including Oxfam America, CARE and UNICEF); govern-
ments (including Norway and the United Kingdom); major investment firms; and Hollywood stars 
have distanced themselves from Leviev’s companies. FIT should too!
